Uplift Cost.

WINTER TIPS:- 


Regularly clear leaves and other debri from your ramp don’t be afraid to use grit or salt on the ramp either it shouldn’t damage the surface in any way.





Regularly clean your ramp using an anti-bacterial washing up liquid to prevent algae growth on the surface another commonly known slip hazard.





Finally North facing ramps in particular could benefit from a regular power wash, again using anti-bacterial soap and again this shouldn’t harm the non-slip surface in any way.
